The psychodidactic component of a non-discriminatory environment includes
the State Standard of Primary and Secondary education, curriculum, textbooks, and
manuals. This component will be shown in the context of conducted gender
expertise.

UNESCO distinguishes “open” and “hidden” gender discrimination. “Open”
discrimination lies in existence of different study programs for boys and girls.
“Hidden” discrimination includes a style of interaction in “Teacher — Student”
system, the different reaction on the same behavior of boys and girls at school;
gender stereotypes in normative documents, curriculum, school textbooks and
different didactic materials’. Researchers (V. Haidenko, T. Hovorun. V. Kravets,
O. Kikinezhdi, I. Predborska, L. Shtyleva) affirm that the hidden socialization plan
not only represents gender stereotypes but also supports gender inequality. So in an
indirect way children receive stereotyped instruction, in according to which some
traditional personal values and life guidelines are learned. ' -

We have conducted a gender expertize of the State Standard of Primary
Education and the curriculum of the subject “Basics of Health” for 14 grades. It
has been determined that the normative documents of the primary school are based
on the principles of personally oriented and competent approaches; relevant to the
content of primary education and its goals, and aimed at the developing cognitive
abiiil{es a}nd needs of junior schoolchildren.

It has been found out that the sexual differentiation of activity spheres
prevails in the parents” family, which causes traditional upbringing of daughters
and sons; learning sexually relevant behavior patterns by children. Parents mvolve
girls in the home-family sphere, focus on care and cooking, boys —to going “male”
activities. The range of mother’s responsibilities is wider, while the fathers are
distancing themselves from doing household work. Mothers, unlike the fathers,
have more egalinarian attitudes; more often involve children of both sexes to the
household work, caring and helping. Parents’ family is not yet an example of
equaiity and interchangeability of social roles today, but rather an example of
double employment of the mother and distant parenthood. The difference in the
upbringing of boys and girls is a primary mechanism for differentiation of social
roles. Parents’ gender-based expectations and gender stereotypes direct daughters
and sons to traditional gender relations; intensify the differentiation of preference,
skills, and abilities of girls and boys, which hinders their personal development.

The study results have shown a stereotyped position of teachers who practice
traditional requirements for the education, upbringing, and behavior of girls and
boys. The most stereotyped pedagogical views relate to differentiation of the
behavior of sexes, reflected in communication with students, gender orientations in
the classes and extracarricular activities. Egalitarian attitudes relate to ensuring
equal rights and opportunities for the learning all educational subjects by girls and
boys. The tendency of parity in the apportionment of school responsibilities among
junior schoolchildren is r

The future directions of the research concern to the introduction of innovative
anti-discrimination and anti-bullying practices to the education environment of a
primary school.

4.2 EDUCATIONAL GROUNDS AND PROBLEMS OF UKRAINIAN
GRADUATES’ LABOUR COMPETITIVENESS

The modemization of the educational system remains an urgent necessity in
response to the challenges and needs of the national economy diversification, the
development of knowledge intensive units of its specialization and the transition to a
new technological structure in general, the expansion of a competitive presence in the
external markets of goods and services, primarily, due to increasing competitiveness
of the economically active population and business entities, as well as revival of the
processes of the state’s joining the socioeconomic world integration processes. =

Taking into account the realities of the market economy, the development of
public institute of education, markets of educational services and labour in globalized
world, the main task of the spectrum of vocational training levels in Ukraine is 10
