According to the normative legal documents (Law of Ukraine “On Education”,
the National Strategy of the Development of Education in Ukraine for the period till
20217, the Concept of the New Ukrainian School, the Strategy “Education: Gender
Dimension — 20217, etc.), the priority task of the modern school is to education of
healthy, socially active, responsible and tolerant personality, who is capable for
partnership. It is is in line with the European vector of state education policy and
actualizes the problem of the organization of the bealth care environment at the
primary school on the principles of non-discriminatory education, in the conditions of
which a full development of health-creative personality is provided. The primary
school is the “starting place” of gender socialization because the development of a
child as a subject of educational activity is carried out here. The typical characteristics
of this age period are: subjective, creative, active attitude of girls and boys to ht?alth,
the formation of their subject competences. In addition, the content of the educational
material, the methodology of organizing the educational process, the instructions of
adults (teachers and parents) contribute to the strengthening the ideology of gender
equality or gender inequality (Hovorun, Kikinezhdi, 2011). _
