The article is devoted to the analysis and characteristics of functional and
communicative features of common ground as one of the important conditions of
successful realization and interpretation of indirect speech act. The sources of
formation of common ground are studied.

It was found out that taking into account the information
about the world phenomena and events help recipients to realize communicative
intention and make it possible for interlocutor to recognize communicative meaning
of indirect speech act during the communicative process.
