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TYPOLOGY OF VERBAL POETIC IMAGES
OF THE COLLECTION “MOUNTAIN INTERVAL” BY R. FROST

The article analyzes verbal poetic image (VPI) as a special form of reflection of the surrounding reality. The article
deals with the subject of the study of cognitive poetics, which consists in the study of artistic semantics, especially the study
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of linguistic cognitive strategies for the formation and processing of information covered in artistic texts. It is determined
that among the issues within its sphere of interest, theoretical developments related to the study of VPlIs, in particular, the
study of linguocognitive aspects of poetic images in the works of different authors, occupy an important place.

The problem of the functioning of the VPI is a linguistic cognitive phenomenon, because verbalized concepts form
a conceptual picture of the world of a certain cultural community. In cognitive poetics, VPIs are considered as a three-
component construct consisting of pre-conceptual (archetypal), conceptual (content or semantic) and verbal (the verbal
realization of pre-conceptual and conceptual structure) matrices. On the basis of a set of criteria, which include functional,
semantic, syntactic and cognitive, defined by L. Belekhova, archetypal, formulaic (universal, culturally specific, authorial,
newly-formed), idiotypical and kenotypical VPlIs of the literary text are distinguished.

On the basis of the collection “Mountain Interval” by the American poet R. Frost, based on the classification of types
of VPIs developed by L. Belekhova, the archetypal, formulaic, idiotypical and kenotypical VPIs have been analyzed. It is
concluded that formulaic VPIs are the most numerous in poetry (in particular, culturally specific images are represented
by phytonyms and zoonyms), archetypal VPIs are in the form of allusions on biblical themes, and authorial idiotypes are
expressed in the images of fire, light, and time. All the VPlIs, highlighted in the poetic texts of R. Frost, serve to express the

belonging of the poems to the American national and cultural space of the early 20th century.
The problem of VPI within the framework of modern linguocognitive research remains relevant, so we see the prospect
of investigating the VPIs presented in the poetic texts of authors of different national literatures in a comparative aspect.
