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thinking. This feature performs the role of a switch or a breaking tool. In such situations, doctors help
patients and their relatives break the connection between what they already know and to deliver to
them new information about the disease the patient suffers from [5, p. 843]. Thus, a new connection is
created and difficult decisions begin to be made. Medical metaphor is used not only in conversation
about the relationship between a doctor and a patient, but also in medical practice and assistance.

Thus, while in medicine metaphorical expressions are used for description of properties, states
and structures, biomedical metaphors suggest that somatic experience is universal and central in
human experience. This means that the body of each person can function as a source domain.
Metaphors that relate to illness are particularly powerful in construction of deviations from the default
states of the body (normal or healthy).
