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Abstract.The publication reveals the specifics of training
fitness specialists in the countries of North America, Europe
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Topicality.One of the most important tasks for improving
the health of the population is the search for new forms,
means and methods that would fundamentally change the
system of training health fitness specialists and make it
maximally meet the conditions and requirements of
professional activity for the health of the population by means
of physical culture [1,2, 3,7]. It is important to study and
generalize the experience of foreign countries that are
leaders in the field of health fitness and have centuries-old
experience not only in the creation and management of
fitness clubs, development of health programs of classes,
construction of special equipment, simulators, but also in the
development of an effective system of professional training
of specialists [ 2].



The aim of the study: To build an effective system of
professional training of fitness specialists, it is necessary to
identify progressive ideas of foreign experience and their
comparative analysis. The achievement of this goal is
facilitated by the results of research aimed at a
comprehensive objective study and analysis of world
experience.

Methods.The following research methods were used in
the study: theoretical - a systematic analysis of special
scientific literature on the problem was carried out;
praxisymmetric - the study of statistical, educational and
methodological documentation was carried out.

Research results: It should be noted that foreign
countries (the USA, European countries, Japan, etc.) have
developed their own system of training and training of fitness
specialists, which is closely related to the technology of
health work. This technology is strictly specified by type of
activity (organizational, managerial, consultative methodical,
teaching, etc.) and corresponds to the content of the
profession [2].

One of the important areas of professional activity of
fitness industry specialists are consultants of a healthy
lifestyle and body weight control [4, 5, 6, 9]. The activities of
such specialists are not only aimed at solving an important
social task - the formation of a culture of health, but also at
an individual approach to those who want to improve their
physical condition, recommending them certain fitness
programs and, most importantly, accompanying clients
during of the entire period of classes, to constantly make
corrections in the process of classes [8, 12, 13].

Another group of fitness specialists - testers, is designed
to assess the level of health, to screen the health and physical
fitness of clients of fitness clubs [10,11].

Let's consider in more detail the peculiarities of the
training of fitness specialists in the USA, Europe and Asia. The
leading place in the system of training specialists in health
fitness in foreign countries is occupied by the USA. The
reason for this was trends in social life, demographic changes



and the influence of mass media aimed at the formation of a
healthy lifestyle [14, 15, 17].

In universities, the number of students studying in
programs to prepare for the next job as a physical education
teacher in educational institutions began to decrease sharply.
And this trend is also observed in Ukrainian institutions of
higher education. Even the very term "physical education"
has undergone a transformation. In the vast majority of
cases, it is replaced by the term "fitness" if we are talking
about a health-oriented focus, or "sport" where competitive
activity is considered. In accordance with this, the name of
the faculties is changing: the faculty of motor activity, sports
sciences, kinesiology, fitness, recreation, health promotion,
physical fitness and many others, which replaced the former
name - physical education [2].

The first fitness specialists received their education at the
faculties of physical education and they were teachers of
physical culture - carriers of education and a healthy lifestyle.
The activities of the Council on Physical Fitness and Sports
under the President of the USA provided significant help in
promoting a healthy lifestyle and involving the population in
classes in fitness clubs. All this determined an additional need
for specialists of a new type of fitness instructors, fitness
directors, specialists in motor activity, consultants on a
healthy lifestyle [11].

Due to the wide variety of university programs for the
training of health professionals, in 1988 the National Sports
and Physical Education Association, in cooperation with the
American Health, Physical Education and Dance Association,
developed specific academic standards for student training.
These standards provide students with the "entry" (initial)
level of knowledge and practical skills necessary for health-
oriented classes in a wide range of specializations in the field
of fitness. On the basis of the developed standards, the
specialty "Fitness" was additionally introduced to the list of
specialties for which graduate students are trained. Training
of fitness specialists is carried out in the USA not only in
universities and colleges, but also in various health-oriented
communities [8, 11].



The training of fitness specialists in a number of European
countries is different compared to the USA.

The basic basis of the model is the proposition that it is
university (academic) education that makes it possible to
manage (in the broadest sense of the word) the process of
improving the health of a wide swath of the population.

The European Network of Sports Higher Education
Institutions (ENSSHE) was established in 1989 in
Luxembourg. The purpose of this non-profit organization is
the cooperation of sports higher education institutions in
creating educational programs that will meet the needs of the
labor market in the European Union [20].

Specialists are trained in various educational and
professional programs - physical education teacher, coach,
sports manager, etc. Training of specialists takes place with
mandatory consideration of the real capabilities of each
institution of higher education [20].

At the Free University in Brussels (Vrije Universiteit
Brussel) at the Faculty of Physical Education and
Physiotherapy (Faculteit van de Lichamelijke Opvoeding en
Kinesitherapie) the training of bachelors and masters in
physical education and kinesiology (Opleiding Bachelor of
Science in de Lichamelijke Opvoeding en
Bewegingswetenschappen) is carried out. Students study for
three years for a bachelor's degree and two years for a
master's degree. Depending on their interests, students can
choose a specialization in the master's degree: fitness and
health (fitness expert); education (a student, subject to
completion of some additional courses, receives the
qualification of a physical education teacher); sports manager
(a student can start his own business in the field of sports
and health); sports coach (depending on the sport and his
skills, the student is ready to work as a coach and has a
sports specialization) [2].

The University of Worcester, Great Britain, in the Institute
of Sports conducts the training of physical education
specialists under a two-year program. The first year of study
includes the following modules: scientific foundations of
sport, introduction to sports training and socio-cultural issues
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in sport, disability in sport, sport in the UK. The second year
of study includes the following modules: the use of scientific
principles in sports, pedagogy and practice in sports and
physical education, methods of scientific research, modern
problems of sports, statistical methods in sports, physical
activity, health and sports.

The British University of Coventry conducts studies
according to the programs of courses for obtaining bachelor's
and master's degrees at the Faculty of Health Care in the
Department of Biomolecular and Sports Sciences. At the
University of Leeds, there are two master's programs: «Sport
and sports training» and «Physical activity, physical training
and health».

Among the countries of the Asian region, Japan stands out.
The desire to achieve a high level of physical health
permeates the entire system of education and professional
activity and is one of the characteristics of the Japanese
nation. The development of health-improving fitness is
carried out within the framework of the national program
«Healthy Japan - 21st century» (Healthy Japan - 21) [18],
which provides not only an increase in the number of those
engaged in physical activity, but also creates organizational
and methodological conditions for training specialists in
physical education health profile [18]. Thus, in the Promotion
of Physical Fitness section of this program, great attention is
paid to the training of health trainers, who must have
knowledge of both medicine and physical education and be
able to recommend classes in various fithess programs ,
focusing on indicators of health and physical fithess of a
person [18]. At the same time, it should be noted the strict
observance of established standards, requirements for
professional activity, which is generally characteristic of any
field in Japan. It is no coincidence that the headquarters of
ICPAFR (International Council for Physical Activity and Fitness
Research) is located in Japan. This organization is engaged in
the development and standardization of tests for assessing
physical fitness, which is one of the most important elements
of the professional activity of fitness specialists [19]. It is no

This problem unites the following aspects: professional
competence: A physical culture and sports rehabilitator must
have a deep understanding of physical culture for successful
treatment and rehabilitation of sports injuries and physical
health disorders; injury prevention: Understanding physical
culture for specialists to consider risks in time and provide
preventive measures to prevent sports injuries; increasing
physical activity: A healthy lifestyle and physical activity are

becoming increasingly important for modern society.
Rehabilitation should include physical education to improve
the quality of life in the family; education and research:
Professionals in this field must continuously study and
conduct research to improve approaches to rehabilitation and
sports medicine [4]. Therefore, the issue of "Physical culture
of the personality of the future physical culture and sports
rehabilitator" is relevant and has a wide impact on the field
of health care and physical activity, requiring a
comprehensive approach and joint means for its solution [1,
3].

Research results. Understanding and solving this
problem is of great importance for training high-quality
specialists capable of providing highly professional
rehabilitation care and promoting physical activity in society,
which contributes to general health and well-being [5].

Solving the problem of "Physical culture of the personality
of the future physical culture and sports rehabilitator" also
involves the creation of favorable conditions for research and
innovation in this field. Scientific research aimed at improving
methods of rehabilitation and sports medicine is key to the
development of this segment of the health care sector [2, 3].

In addition, cooperation between large sectors, including
health, sports and education, can contribute to solving this
problem. Public education and awareness measures
regarding the importance of physical education and physical
activity can also help to address this problem at the general
level.

This issue also draws attention to the need to integrate
physical culture into the educational process for future
rehabilitators. This means that students preparing for this
profession must receive appropriate education and practical
experience in the field of physical education. Overcoming this
problem requires the joint efforts of higher education
institutions and specialists in the field of physical culture and
sports rehabilitation, as well as organizations that regulate
the training and practice of rehabilitators [1].

Conclusions. In general, the understanding of physical
culture and its importance for the personality of the future
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rehabilitator is a key element of successful and competent
work in the field of rehabilitation and special education. This
topic will help prepare professionals who are able to provide
appropriate assistance and support to persons with
disabilities and contribute to their final improvement and
inclusion in society.

Therefore, "Physical culture of the personality of the future
physical culture and sports rehabilitator" considers the
importance and role of physical culture in the professional
activity of rehabilitation specialists and sports doctors
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The analysis of modern pedagogical research shows that
the formation of educational motivation is one of the most
acute problems of education. It is common knowledge that
any activity is more efficient when it is motivated.

In the Ukrainian Pedagogical Dictionary, the concept of
"motivation" is defined as "a system of motives or incentives
that prompts a person to specific forms of activity or
behavior".Owmn6ka! ACTOUHUK CCbIJIKM He HaaeH., with.
217]. The basis of the motive of a person's activity is his
various needs. As a result of awareness and experience of
primary (natural) and secondary (material and spiritual)
needs, a person has certain urges to act, thanks to which
these needs are satisfied.

The objective of this research determine the reasons
for the decrease in schoolchildren's motivation to engage in
gymnastic exercises.

Researching the motivation to engage in physical
exercises based on the analysis of scientific literature,
scientists T. Krutsevich and O. Marchenko testify that the

formation of students' motivation is influenced by a
combination of external and internal factors [3].

Among the external factors, she includes: the activity and
level of pedagogical skill of the physical education teacher,
the content of classes, methods of learning and development
of motor skills, material and technical equipment of the
physical culture and sports base of the school, psychological
climate in the classroom. External factors also include
interaction with the environment, which students engage in
during physical exercises.

As internal factors of formation of motivation can be
singled out: forms of interaction and communication with
peers in the classroom or at the lesson; students' awareness
of the need for physical exercise classes.

Since the most important condition for the effectiveness of
physical exercises is the motivation of the teacher on the one
hand, and the students on the other, then in accordance with
the above-mentioned factors, it is possible to single out a
number of separate factors that slow down or accelerate the
formation of motivation in students and teachers.

It is obvious that students who have a formed need for
systematic physical exercises, and who are based on value
orientations in the field of physical culture, achieve significant
results in their physical development.

That's why we werea survey was conductedin which a block
of questions is formed,the answers to which allowed us to
determine the teachers' opinions about the factors that
reduce their interest in conducting physical education
lessons, namely the practical performance of exercises, and
the interest of schoolchildren in classes in general.

As shown by the analysis of the questionnaire, the factors
that negatively affect the attitude of teachers to conducting
a physical education lesson are the following:

1. The student's fear of getting injured during the
exercises, which is conditioneda decrease in the general level
of physical fitness of modern schoolchildren. This reason was
indicated by (77%) respondents.

2. The lack of modern sports equipment in school halls
was answered by 72% of respondents.
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3 The lack of examples for imitation, which are
formed by mass media, by their own example, which
negatively affects the activity of schoolchildren in physical
education lessons (33%).

On the other hand, the survey made it possible to
determine the teachers' opinion about the reasons that
reduce the interest of schoolchildren in doing gymnastic
exercises in the physical culture lesson. Answering the
question "Which of the reasons listed below, in your opinion,
reduce the interest of schoolchildren in gymnastic exercises?"
The respondents' data were distributed as follows and are
presented in (Table 1).

Absence in students' minds of examples formed by

stimulate the desire to do physical exercises.

Analyzing the data presented in the table. 1, we came to the
conclusion that approximately the same number of respondents
(73.2%) and (70.9%) believe that the decrease in students'
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interest in physical exercises is manifested in connection
withthe low level of physical and motor readiness of modern
schoolchildren and the fear of getting injured while
performing exercises. To a lesser extent, students'
motivation is affected by the static nature of individual
modules of the school program (35.1%), low emotionality
(28.2%), the decline in the prestige of physical education
(21.3%), the lack of role models and low propaganda in mass
media (15.2%).

Thus, in order to solve the above-mentioned problems,
according to E. Zakharina, you need:

- firstly, the acquisition by future teachers of
knowledge, skills, and abilities to perform their professional
tasks;

- secondly, stimulation and encouragement of
students by teachers for independent physical exercises. [2].

A similar opinion is held by the scientist I. Shapovalova
[5], who believes that if a student is motivated to work in this
field by internal motives: a conscious desire to be a teacher
of physical education, to be an example for others, a desire
to pass on one's own experience to the next generation,
applying knowledge and abilities for this , efforts to achieve
success in teaching activities, the need for self-realization,
then you can be certain that he is fifty percent already a
professional.

A. Teletska, studying the question of the formation of
interest in active educational and cognitive activity [4, p.
101] sees in the formation of internal motivation, which
occurs when external motives and goals correspond to the
student's capabilities, that is, they are optimal for him (not
too difficult and not too easy), and when he understands the
task set before him. The successful implementation of such
motives and goals gives them a certain inspiration, success,
desire to continue learning, that is, internal motivation and
interest.

Conclusion. The obtained data allow us to state that the
reasons that most contribute to the decrease in motivation in
the opinion of physical education teachers to engage in
gymnastic exercises are the low level of motor and physical
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readiness of schoolchildren and, as a result, the fear of
getting injured in class, the insufficient amount of inventory
and equipment for the implementation of this module of the
school program. Therefore, improving the conditions for the
implementation of modules of the school program in physical
education classes will contribute to improving the motivation
of both schoolchildren and teachers.

Introduction. The system of training specialists in
physical culture and sports at the bachelor's level should be
carried out in accordance with the current requirements of
the state level. The bachelor's level is the first level of higher
education, where the acquisition of theoretical knowledge
and practical skills sufficient for the successful performance
of professional duties in the chosen speciality comes to the
fore [1, 5].

The professional competence of future specialists in
physical culture and sport depends on mastering the basic
provisions of the educational course in adaptive sport.
Specialists in physical culture and sports should be aware of
important issues related to admission to physical activity of
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different population groups, mastering the means of adaptive
physical culture and sports [2, 3, 4].

Today in the national science there is a limited number of
studies related to the study of the experience of professional
training of bachelors in physical culture and sports [5, 6].
Therefore, the relevance of this study is related to the
revision of the system of training and retraining of these
specialists in accordance with the introduction of the
discipline "Theory and Methods of Adaptive Sports" into the
educational process of TNPU named after V. Gnatiuk and the
development of appropriate educational and methodological
support, which, in turn, will increase the level of
intellectuality, theoretical education and adaptability to
modern requirements of the sports industry of future
specialists in the field of physical culture and sports.

The purpose of the study is to develop a programme of
the discipline "Theory and Methods of Adaptive Sports", its
structure and content.

Research methods: method of system analysis; method
of analysis and synthesis of documentary materials; method
of primary domestic experience; method of comparison and
abstraction.

Research results and their discussion. The
programme of the discipline "Theory and Methods of Adaptive
Sports" is compiled in accordance with the educational and
professional programme of bachelor's degree in speciality
017 Physical Culture and Sports. This discipline is part of the
professional cycle of the educational programme and its
implementation is determined by the modern requirements
for a specialist in the field of physical culture and sports.

The programme of the discipline consists of the following
content modules:

1. Adaptive sport in the system of the international
Olympic movement.

2. Adaptive sport as a type of social practice.

3. Sports training of persons with disabilities who have
injuries of the musculoskeletal system.

4. Sports training of persons with mental disabilities.
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The aim of teaching the discipline "Theory and Methods of
Adaptive Sports" is to study the history of the Paralympic
movement, the Deaflympic movement and the Special
Olympics movement, their ideals, principles, place in the
system of phenomena of modern social life, theory and
methods of training people with disabilities for competitions.

In accordance with the requirements of the educational
and professional programme, students should know: the
organisation and construction of the Paralympic movement,
the peculiarities of sports work with persons with disabilities
of various nosologies (persons with hearing impairments,
persons with visual impairments, persons with mental
disabilities, persons with musculoskeletal disorders, etc.), the
organisation and conduct of competitions for persons with
disabilities of various nosologies, the rules for conducting
competitions among persons with disabilities, etc.

To be able to: apply the acquired knowledge in practical
activities, use modern means and methods of sports training
in the preparation of persons with disabilities for participation
in competitive activities at both national and international
levels.

The discipline takes 90 hours, 3 ECTS credits. The final
assessment is in the form of a test. The programme includes
a lecture course, seminars, and independent work. The
formation of knowledge in the discipline "Theory and Methods
of Adaptive Sports" should be based on interdisciplinary
connections and the accumulated knowledge gained by the
student in previous courses. In accordance with the above,
we have adjusted certain topics in the disciplines of the
biomedical cycle and sports and pedagogical disciplines.

According to the first module, students need to master the
issues related to: The Olympic Movement, its characteristics
and content; components of the Olympic Movement;
historical sources and characteristics of the constituent
elements of the Paralympic Movement; typological
classification of the Olympic Movement; competitions for
persons with disabilities in the International Olympic System;
general characteristics of Deaflympic sport.
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The second content module is conditioned by the
formation of a system of knowledge on adaptive sport as a
social phenomenon and features of sports work with people
with disabilities, namely: characteristics of adaptive sport as
a social phenomenon; factors that determine the emergence
and development of adaptive sport; socio-cultural, ideological
and socio-political, socio-economic and personal factors;
concept, purpose and tasks, functions of adaptive sport;
basic principles of adaptive sport; ethical and deontological
aspects of sports and recreational work among people with
disabilities; practical significance of sports and medical
deontology; ethical and moral norms in the relationship
between a doctor, a coach and persons with disabilities
involved in sports; problems of choosing a sport by persons
with disabilities; assessment by persons with disabilities of
their own level of functional capabilities; health-improving
effect of sports on the physical condition of persons with
disabilities; requirements for professional training of coaches
and sports doctors working with persons with disabilities in
sports; specific requirements for the organisation and
conduct of sports competitions among persons with
disabilities; organisation of sending and meeting athletes,
solving the problem of transport, accommodation and food
during competitions; preparation and equipment of
competition venues for athletes of different nosologies;
solving the problem of communication; requirements for
judges and judging; cultural programme  during
competitions; ethical aspect of athletes' -classification;
peculiarities of the sports classification procedure;
characteristics of muscle strength assessment criteria.

The third content module studies sports training of persons
with musculoskeletal disorders: general characteristics of
nosology; traditions and current state of sports work with
persons with disabilities with musculoskeletal disorders;
classification of athletes with various injuries; correctional
and rehabilitation training of athletes with musculoskeletal
disorders; new ways of rehabilitation of persons with
disabilities through sports; basic sports in classes with
persons with disabilities with musculoskeletal disorders; the
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concept of sports training of persons with spinal cord and
spinal cord disorders and its main components.

The fourth content module involves the study of sports
training of persons with mental retardation, namely: typology
of persons with mental retardation; the concept of mental
retardation; characteristics of groups of persons with mental
retardation; traditions and the current state of sports work
with persons with mental retardation; the history of involving
persons with mental retardation in sports; the tasks of sports
with persons with mental retardation; Special Olympics
Games.

In the process of mastering the programme of the
discipline "Theory and Methods of Adaptive Sports",
bachelors in physical culture and sports develop the scope of
knowledge and skills to solve certain professional problems,
taking into account general cultural and professional
competencies.

Conclusions.

1. In accordance with the modern requirements of the
sports industry, there is a need to improve the system of
training specialists in physical culture and sports, so the
relevance is to introduce the discipline "Theory and Methods
of Adaptive Sports" in the educational process of higher
education institutions.

2. The prospect of introducing the discipline "Theory and
Methods of Adaptive Sports" is determined by the need and
systematisation of knowledge formation and increased
requirements for a bachelor's degree in physical education
and sports. Mastering the knowledge and skills of this course,
along with other professional disciplines, will allow the future
specialist to be more educated in theory and adapted to
practical activities in accordance with the modern
development of society.

Prospects for further research are the development of
an electronic complex of educational and methodological
support for the discipline "Theory and Methods of Adaptive
Sports", its implementation in the educational process of
training bachelors, determining its effectiveness in the
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formation of an educated specialist in physical culture and
sports.

Relevance of the research topic. Currently, the

problem of physical development and physical fithess of
schoolchildren is quite relevant [2, 4]. Introduction of
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wrestling elements into physical education programme in the
variable part makes it possible to use physical education
programme at school creatively [1, 7]. Wrestling is a complex
of physical exercises that combine general physical and
special training in interaction with psychological principles,
which involve the implementation of higher values, both
physical and spiritual self-improvement through the system
of physical culture [3, 5, 6, 8, 9, 10].

The analysis of theoretical and practical aspects of school
physical culture reveals a number of difficulties and problems
when applying exercises with elements of wrestling in
educational institutions [7, 8]. It was established that martial
arts have great potential for improvement for any type of
activity, which led us to choose the topic of the study.

Wrestling is considered by many experts [3, 5, 6, 8, 9, 10]
as one of the most effective means of physical training of the
younger generation and, accordingly, is of great practical
importance. Different types of wrestling are widely practised
in educational institutions. Many years of experience in the
development of wrestling sports in our country and abroad
allows us to say that the section of wrestling in the curricula
of educational institutions should permeate the entire process
of physical education, starting from the 1st grade.

As we have already noted, the broad educational, health
and recreational value of wrestling served as the basis for its
introduction into the curricula of educational institutions in
many countries. From a technical point of view, wrestling is
a rather diverse type of motor activity. Wrestling in the stand
and on the floor with different grips has many techniques of
attack, defence, power movements, etc. In various wrestling
techniques, grabs and throws, you have to overcome the
weight of the opponent's body and his/her opposition. This
requires speed and agility and, of course, considerable
strength. Special endurance is also required to withstand a
great physiological load during a fight. Thus, wrestling has a
very diverse impact on the development of the body.

The body adapts to training as a result of changes in all
systems: central nervous, cardiovascular, neuromuscular,
respiratory, and hormonal. In wrestling, students can
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compensate for the insufficiently high level of some qualities
by enhancing the development of others. In particular, the
lack of maximum strength is compensated by the
development of special endurance, and a relatively low level
of speed is compensated by increasing power endurance. The
multifaceted effect of wrestling training makes it an
important means of physical education.

Based on the above, we developed a physical education
programme with elements of sport wrestling. According to
the programme, classes are held as part of the 3rd physical
education lesson, are compulsory for all students and are
included in the holistic educational process. At the same time,
the teacher has the opportunity to creatively use this
educational material of the programme (Table 1) in different
parts of the lesson with appropriate dosage and intensity.

We recommend, in accordance with the developed
programme of physical culture with elements of wrestling,
the introduction of the educational component "sport
wrestling" that will allow students to master motor skills in
this sport; motor skills in the basic sport at the level of mass
categories; improve the motor arsenal by forming motor
skills in other sports.

Conclusions. The use of sport wrestling elements and
methodically correctly selected techniques dramatically
reduce injuries in the classroom and significantly increase the
effectiveness of participation in wrestling competitions and
extracurricular activities. Application of the developed
programme with elements of sport wrestling allows to carry
out differentiated approach in planning of educational
process, dosage of physical loads, increase of motor density
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and intensity of classes taking into account individual
morphological features and level of physical fitness of pupils.

1. The experimental data obtained in our previous
studies [11] indicate that wrestling elements training in
physical culture lessons has the most intensive effect on
absolute strength, power endurance, speed and power fitness
and agility of pupils. The above mentioned allows to create
and use a physical education programme with wrestling
elements in physical education lessons for secondary school
students in the educational process. To effectively apply at
physical education lessons outdoor games with elements of
martial arts and outdoor games that consolidate the
technique of performing techniques and use control
competitions: in the first quarter: "wrestling triathlon", "go
up from the prone position", "mini wrestling", on knees - to
put in a dangerous position or go behind the back,
"cockfight", etc.; in the second quarter - wrestling in a stand,
but allowed only after the correct position and entering a safe
grip; in the 3rd and 4th quarters in wrestling in a stand, a
throw with a rotation, "mill", again only after taking a grip, is
connected. Control fights, as a result of complex efforts of
technical, tactical and physical, should be carried out in the
presence of a doctor.

W sytuacjach stresujgcych szybko wracali do stanu
spokoju. Pojawita sie pewnos¢ siebie.

Uczniowie przed rozpoczeciem praktyki odczuwali, nie
zdecydowanie, zmeczenie, nie che¢. Wiekszosci zwtaszcza
pici zenskiej przewazata emocja taka jak ciekawosc.
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Podsumowujac, analiza badan wtasnych prowadzone w
szkole w terminie od 19.09.2023- 17.10.2023, wykazata, ze
w obszarze edukacji prozdrowotnej , technik relaksacyjnych
w danym etapie edukacyjnym , warto stosowac i praktyki
mindfulness ( uwaznos$¢), jak obowigzkowa czesc¢ lekcji,
poniewaz ma znaczny wptyw na proces edukacyjny, styl
prowadzonego zycia i relacji spoteczne. Przez to jak opisujgq
badania wzrasta zdolnos¢ do koncentracji, zachowania
spokoju i zapamietywanie informacji.

W klasach 4-8, praktykowania uwaznosci, pojawiato sie
duzo energii, che¢ do dziatania, rados¢, spokdj, wyciszenie i
zainteresowanie.

Aczkolwiek w klasach 0-3 warto poswieci¢ catg godzine
lekcyjna z prowadzacej praktyki mindfulness, najlepiej w
naturze, poprzez zabawe statyczng w réznych
zmieniajachych sie pozycjach wyjsciowych ciata.

The article presents the "golden" rules for controlling an
athlete's emotional state while playing billiards. The basis
was the work of Jim Loehr, doctor of psychology, consultant
to more than forty world elite tennis players. The author tried
to adapt the rules for billiards. The achievements of the
psychologists of the Tennis Association made it possible to
think and, acting as a judge at billiards tournaments, to draw
conclusions that not only amateurs, but also professional
athletes have large gaps in controlling their emotional state
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during the game. A special debate in sports audiences is
always caused by the discussion of motivational attitudes:
what is better - to strive for victory or to avoid mistakes? How
to achieve success? The uniqueness of the object of research
determines the contribution of sports psychology to the
development of the general theory and practice of
psychological science.

Anotation. The publication shows that the profession of
the future physical education teacher of the new Ukrainian
school should be clearly oriented towards the presence of the
professional competence he has developed. Among the key
competencies of a future physical education teacher, the
formation of communicative competencies deserves attention
- mastery of special terminology and professional language
skills; the ability to regulate emotional states; patience in
communicating with people; prevention and tactful resolution
of conflict situations; establishment of friendly and correct
relations with students, with teachers, with children;
pedagogical tact; empathy. It was found that 30.6% of future
physical education teachers have a Ilow level of
communication skills; below the average - in 26.3% of the
participants of the experiment; the average level was
determined in 9.3% of the surveyed respondents; above-
average level - 24.6% of teachers and a high level of
communication skills was found in 9.2% of students.

The test for assessing self-control in communication made
it possible to draw the following conclusions: 29% of students
are at a low level of communicative control - they are capable
of sincere self-disclosure in communication, are direct, and
their "I" is not prone to change in various situations; 59%
have average communicative control, they are sincere, but
unrestrained in their emotional manifestations, at the same
time they take into account the opinion of others; 12% have
high communicative control, react flexibly to changes in the
situation and are able to predict the impression they will
make on others.
