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ABSTRACT

Since the beginning of the full-scale invasion of Ukraine on February 24, Russian soldiers have
been trying to seize the territory of our country, destroying hospitals, schools, maternity hospitals,
residential buildings, bridges and shelters with artillery and airstrikes. In addition, many historical,
architectural and cultural monuments, as well as religious ones, have already been destroyed and
damaged. The Ministry of Culture of Ukraine has opened a website that accepts applications for
the destruction of cultural and historical monuments by the Russians. For almost nine months now,
Russian occupiers, marauders and terrorists have been destroying and damaging unique
monuments of architecture, art and history of Ukraine. The troops of the aggressor country aim at
unique buildings and symbols of cities. Their real goal is to erase Ukraine and any manifestations
of Ukrainian identity from the face of the earth, which is why Ukrainian cultural monuments are
now under the special sights of the occupiers. According to the Ministry of Culture and Information
Policy, since the beginning of the full-scale war, the Russian occupiers have destroyed or damaged
more than 400 cultural monuments. Among them are 142 religious buildings, 51 of them are listed
as monuments of history, architecture and urban planning. The Russians also damaged and
destroyed 119 objects of cultural heritage: 21 — of national importance; 91 — of local importance;
7 - newly discovered objects of cultural heritage. In addition to this, the troops of the Russian
invaders destroyed 42 memorial monuments in honor of historical figures and events of the 19th -
early 21st centuries. Also, during the hostilities, 30 buildings of museums and nature reserves, 75
houses of culture, theaters and libraries were damaged. Citizens of Ukraine actively help the
Ministry of Culture of Ukraine in recording the crimes of the occupiers and report the destruction
of monuments.
