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CURRENT ASPECTS OF PREPARING CREATIVE TEACHERS IN HIGHER
EDUCATION: THE EGALITARIAN PARADIGM

Abstract. Psychological and pedagogical conditions for the development of an egalitarian
personality in future professionals have been identified, and its definition is provided.The meaning
of the concept of “egalitarian personality” has been defined. Innovative technics of psychological
and pedagogical support of the professional formation of future teachers based on gender equality
have been developed.

Keywords: gender education, egalitarian personality, personal-egalitarian approach,
gender-equitable environment, creative educator.
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The identification of mechanisms and conditions for the formation of an egalitarian
personality of a creative teacher as a key figure of the New Ukrainian School, finding effective
mechanisms of gender socialization and implementing gender-education innovative technologies in
higher education institutions, becomes a urgently needed problem today in accordance with current
state documents (The National Strategy for Safe and Healthy Educational Environment in the New
Ukrainian School, the State Strategy for Ensuring Equal Rights and Opportunities for Women and
Men for the period up to 2030, the Strategy for Gender Equality Implementation in Education until
2030), etc.

The relevant task is to find effective ways of training creative pedagogical personnel for
creating an egalitarian-educational, safe, non-discriminatory environment for children and youth,
relevant to the principles of parity and comparability of sexes, in which the full personal
development is ensured, regardless of sex, age, ability, race, culture, religion, ethnicity etc., the
"future life trajectory of a person™ (V. Kremen). Refrain sounds the words of the Great Benefactor,
humanist teacher Vasyl Sukhomlynsky «The upbringing of real men and real women begins with
the formation of civic qualities of personality» [9, p. 556].

The complications of implementing the gender approach in the field of education are
primarily associated with the stereotyping of public consciousness, the feminization of pedagogical
collectives, the insignificant representation of male educators in them, and so forth. Acquisition of
gender competencies by higher education seekers is an important determinant in their future
pedagogical activity, since it becomes the key to successful realization of the pedagogy of
partnership in the context of the philosophy of the New Ukrainian School and the «Child-Friendly
School» concept, the combination of which at the level of educational institution provides the
integration of the key components of the New Ukrainian School: student learning based on the
development of life skills (competency approach), teacher training, creating a favorable safe and
child-friendly educational environment, effective self-government (planning, participation and
partnership) [1, p. 12].

So, the topic is about the design and implementation of egalitarian-educational technologies,
relevant in their key parameters to the democratic system of universal human values, aimed at
forming an egalitarian personality of the creative teacher, which defined the goal of the article.

In the context of the continuity of pre-school and pedagogical education, the preparation of a
competent, motivated, competitive teacher and the creation of a new educational safe environment
as a school of self-realization and self-actualization of the personality is a priority task of reforming
national education. The President of National Academy of Educational Sciences of Ukraine, V.
Kremen emphasizes: «The culture of child centrism and innovation should determine all the
activities of the modern teacher both at school and beyond» [6, p. 412 — 413]. It is about
recognizing the intrinsic value of childhood, personality-oriented learning and education in the
anthropological paradigm, a systemic approach to the gender socialization of the child based on
humanism and democracy.

An important task in building a new Ukrainian school is the formation of a system of
universal values in students - moral-ethical (dignity, honesty, justice, care, respect for life, respect
for oneself and others) and socio-political (freedom, democracy, cultural diversity, respect for the
native language and culture, patriotism, respectful attitude towards the environment, respect for the
law, solidarity, responsibility) [7 ]. Sofia Rusova, the founder of the national pre-school education,
noted: «The new school sets as the main goal to awaken, give expression to the independent
creative abilities of the child» [8, p. 54]. According to the director of the Institute of Educational
Problems of NAES of Ukraine, 1. Bekh, «the purpose of developing education lies in creating
external and internal conditions for building an individual trajectory of valuable-meaningful self-
determination of the personality, which serves as an orienting basis for its conscious behavior in the
natural and sociocultural world» [2, p. 9].

The first teacher should be a «fully functioning» organizer of creative-developing, safe,
friendly environment for discovering the unique «I» of each child, regardless of his or her gender.
In the joint activity and dialogue of the teacher with the child in the elementary school, the
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«personality of the future» is «born» as an active and creative subject of activity (G. Ball, M.
Boryshevsky, N. Bibik, T. Hovorun, H. Kostyuk, V. Kravets, S. Maksimenko, R. Pavelkov, Yu.
Prikhodko, O. Savchenko, V. Tatenko, T. Tytarenko et al.).

Long-term experience in researching gender issues, coupled with familiarity with the
experiences of foreign countries, have afforded us with the opportunity to shape our own vision for
the further institutionalization of gender educational mechanisms within the national school system.
The foundations of the egalitarian model for an educator are informed by the main ideas of
humanistic psychology, the «gender matrix» of our national pedagogical heritage, and the
integration of competency-based, action-oriented, personality-oriented, gender-oriented, and their
variant - personality-egalitarian approaches.

The broadening of a «gender» vision of educational problems by future educators during
educational work was based on the principles developed within the personality-egalitarian
approach. Its main principles include: the scientific and objective nature of gender knowledge as the
primary foundation for debunking stereotypes; an understanding that learning is age-appropriate for
children, adolescents, and youth; a positive attitude and tolerance towards genders and in inter-
gender communication; reliance on individual life experience and critical reflection on assimilated
directives on «living within a gender»; subjective position (actor position) as a condition for
activating egalitarian self-determination and self-reflection in educational dialogue; overcoming
gender stereotypes; equal value of «male» and «female» principles in the analysis of didactic
material; refusal of the strategy to marginalize the feminine as lesser valuable. Empirically, it has
been proven that under these conditions, this model ensures the creation of an egalitarian
educational environment in higher education institutions, the activation of youth self-determination
in matters of gender culture, the development of gender sensitivity and tolerance of future educators
[3; 5; 10].

The gender knowledge of a teacher involves concepts of: bipolar gender construct
(polarization of masculinity-feminity as a rigid definition of gender roles in patriarchal culture);
androcentrism as a tradition of female subordination and male dominance; egalitarian (partnership)
gender construct; sexism as a prejudicial and stereotyped attitude; open discrimination as practicing
different curriculum for boys and girls; concealed discrimination as an imposition of gender
stereotypes in the content of educational materials; stereotypical idea of gender among higher
education seekers.

We consider the egalitarian personality of a future teacher as a subject of self-creation, open,
self-sufficient, gender competent personality, who adheres to the principles of equality and parity of
genders in personal and professional life implementation [4].

The «gender matrix» of Ukrainian pedagogical thought is a methodological basis for modern
standards of gender equality, expansion of the egalitarian worldview of future teachers. Classical
educators emphasized the social necessity for educational institutions to propagate values of social
gender equality, the importance of their «investment» into the content of the educational process of
the preschool institution, primary school, and so on (V. Sukhomlynsky, H. VVashchenko, S. Rusova,
A. Makarenko, K. Ushinsky, etc.) (table 1).

Table 1
Gender profile of humanistic pedagogy

1. There are no gender-specific types of human activity, mastering any kind of occupation
depends on individual interests, abilities, and motivation for activity.

2. A woman and a man play equally significant roles in the family and child upbringing.

3. Girls and boys, women and men have equal opportunities in mastering work skills and career
growth.

4. In educating children, we should proceed from the thesis of equal abilities, opportunities of
genders, and their life scenarios for the future: almost all professions can be pursued by both girls
and boys.

5. It is unacceptable to discriminate against children based on gender in different areas of life,
games, education, future plans, etc. - girls and boys have a lot in common and not much different.

6. It is important to promote friendly coexistence of genders in education - girls and boys can be
friends and respect each other, they must receive equivalent education based on the fulfillment of
the same social roles, inclusion in common types of activities.

The implementation of a personal-egalitarian approach as a gender discourse is a determinant
of the expansion of the cultural-creative mental space and partnership interaction of all subjects of
the education process of the New Ukrainian School and the formation of an egalitarian personality
of a creative teacher in higher education institutions, as evidenced by the experience of developing
and implementing integrated educational courses and training programs. In particular, the purpose
of studying the academic discipline «Gender Socialization of a Preschool Child» is the formation of
gender competence in higher education students as a component of professional and key life
competence, which includes:

— the ability to apply an acquired system of knowledge about regularities and socio-

psychological determinants of gender socialization,

— the ability to know the characteristics of mental development and personality formation of
a child at the stage of preschool childhood,

— possession of the specificity of educational and upbringing influences on the child’s
gender development in the conditions of reforming national education;

— the ability based on knowledge and skills to create a gender-fair and non-discriminatory
educational environment in preschool institutions in the context of egalitarian paradigm,

— practical mastery of knowledge about the main directions of educators’ and parents’ work
for effective psychopedagogical support of the child and activation of her creative
potential in the process of gender socialization.

— the ability to solve specific theoretical and practical tasks in the conditions of New
Ukrainian School according to state and European standards of quality of education,
society needs, improvement of psychopedagogical skills and their use in professional
activity.

All of the above constitutes the content of effective preparation of future educators for
promoting equity and parity of sexes, creating an egalitarian educational environment, safe and
child-friendly. Purposeful implementation of gender education in a broader context of civic
personality growth will contribute to the affirmation of values of the Ukrainian national idea,
particularly such components as sovereignty, democracy, prosperity, diligence, responsibility, and
the idea of gender equality as a guarantee of democratic changes in society and a condition for the
life realisation of the growing personality of a new generation of Ukrainian citizens, its democratic
worldview, to live together in equality and dignity, peace and harmony in a united Europe.
