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ASSESSMENT IN TEACHING READING LITERARY WORKS
TO UNIVERSITY LANGUAGE STUDENTS

The use of literature in the EFL classroom, as a meaningful and effective language
learning tool, as offered by Maley and other scholars (Carter & Long, 1991; Carter &
McRae, 1996; Montgomery et al., 2000; Simpson, 1997, 2004), who advocate the study
of language and literature as naturally intertwined [4, c. 191], has been accepted and
well-grounded by Ukrainian educators.

Recent studies demonstrate a renewed interest in using literature in the language
learning (Daskalovska, Dimova, 2012 Hall, 2015; Matos, 2012; Paran, 2010) [2].
Several researchers claim the need to include literary texts into the L2 curriculum or
alternatively advocate a content-based curriculum that would include literature
components [6, p. 60].

Incorporating literature in the language classroom can be an effective way to
provide a rich and reliable source of authentic language for students to learn and
practise; support language development; serve as a springboard for discussions and
other language activities; gain insight into the values, beliefs, and experiences of others
and deepen cultural understanding among students; help students develop creative
skills and critical thinking skills; be a source of inspiration and encouragement for
students, to motivate themselves creatively through writing and other forms of artistic
expression.
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
