QUEER LANGUAGE AS SELF-IDENTIFICATION
IN ENGLISH-SPEAKING AUTHORS’ WORKS

The emergence of queer theory in the early 1990s occurred against the backdrop
of significant changes in the American LGBTQ movement, accompanied by internal
contradictions and debates. The mainstream activists sought to achieve full integration
into society through legislative guarantees of equal rights and overcoming prejudices
against homosexuality. Their key objectives were securing the rights for gays and
leshians to marry, freely access goods and services, and serve in the military. They
dreamed that homosexual individuals could step away from political struggle and live
ordinary middle-class lives.

However, this position faced disagreement from some activists who envisioned
the path to freedom much more broadly. They emphasized that the very social
institutions that the LGBTQ mainstream sought to join create and maintain various
forms of discrimination. They pointed out that marriage as an institution reinforces
standards of privacy and monogamy that inhibit the fight for sexual rights and
marginalizes people who choose non-monogamous relationships. In their view, the
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capitalist system generates economic inequality and worker exploitation. Furthermore,
military service as an expression of patriotism leads to social division and violent
actions.

In the United States, two parallel processes were developing: the emergence of a
new social movement and the formation of a new academic field focused on the study
of sexuality. Queer theory grew out of several sources: American sociological studies
on the social nature of sexuality, gay and lesbian studies, women’s studies, and French
philosophical thought that emerged after structuralism.

According to Mariia Teteriuk, one of the leading researchers in queer theory in
contemporary academic discourse, “queer theory is not a clear explanatory framework.
Rather, it is a set of shared questions, ideas, and claims that a certain group of scholars
engages with” [2]. This group usually includes researchers like Judith Butler, Eve
Kosofsky Sedgwick, Judith Halberstam, and Teresa de Lauretis, as well as Diana Fuss,
Michael Warner, Steven Seidman, and David Halperin.

It is often difficult to say definitively whether a particular author or text belongs
strictly to queer theory. This is because “the ideas and concepts from queer theory
frequently blend with other theoretical approaches—such as postmodernism (as in the
case of Donna Haraway), phenomenology (as in Sara Ahmed), or psychoanalysis (as
in Teresa de Lauretis)” [2].

Today, studies of writers’ and poets’ works through the lens of queer theory have
also become an essential part of literary and cultural studies. Among English-speaking
writers and poets who have made a significant contribution to queer literature, there
are several key figures who not only incorporated queer themes into their work but also
expanded perspectives on sexuality, identity, and gender roles. One of the most
prominent figures in English-language literature whose queer identity is undeniable is
Walt Whitman, who is one of the first American poets to address homoeroticism. His
collection “Leaves of Grass” (1855) features themes of closeness and love between
men. His work laid the foundation for later queer literature. It is also worth mentioning
Virginia Woolf — the British writer whose novel “Orlando” (1928) became a classic
of queer literature. It explores themes of gender fluidity and identity as the main
character changes gender over centuries. The next one is James Baldwin, an American
writer and poet, author of “Giovanni’s Room” (1956), a novel that openly depicts
homosexual relationships. Baldwin focused on themes of sexuality, race, and personal
struggle, exploring queer identity within the context of African American culture. One
of the most influential poets of the Beat Generation, is Allen Ginsberg, the author of
“Howl” (1956). It speaks openly about homosexuality and social alienation, which was
revolutionary for its time. Also Audre Lorde, an American poet, writer, and activist
often wrote about her queer identity, race, and feminism. Her collection “The Black
Unicorn” (1978) explores the interconnection between queer identity and African roots.
A British writer Jeanette Winterson in her autobiographical novel “Oranges Are Not
the Only Fruit” (1985) addresses leshian identity in a conservative society. Her works
explore unconventional forms of love and gender identity. The novel “The Price of Salt”
(1952), also known as “Carol” by Patricia Highsmith, became a classic of lesbian
literature and was one of the first works to portray a lesbian relationship with a positive
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ending. An American poet and representative of the New York School, Frank O’Hara,
Is known for his poetry about homosexuality, urban life, and romantic relationships. His
collection “Lunch Poems” (1964) contains many such themes.

Thus, these writers and poets laid the groundwork for modern queer literature,
exploring complex issues of identity, sexuality, and societal norms through artistic
Imagery and personal stories. Their influence remains significant today.
