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ONLINE TOOLS FOR CREATIVE WRITING

Creativity, the spark that ignites innovation, has been a driving force behind
humanity’s progress, from early tool-making to today’s technological advances. In a
rapidly changing world, nurturing creativity in students is essential for keeping up and
thriving. A classroom that values creativity becomes a space for exploration and
excitement, where students are encouraged to imagine, question, and experiment with
new approaches without fear of failure. By incorporating hands-on projects,
collaborative challenges, and open-ended discussions, educators can transform
learning from a passive experience into an active journey of discovery.

To develop our ability to express ourselves in a creative manner, we utilise
creative writing. At the same time, creative writing is a tool that develops many areas
of a language [2]. H. Beck defines creative writing as a form of expression that allows
students to use their imagination, personal voice, and originality to convey ideas
beyond strict factual accuracy or rigid structures [1, p. 211]. It is an artistic expression,
characterized by originality, invention, imagination, and inspiration. Unlike academic
or expository writing, which focuses on presenting information and arguments, creative
writing encourages students to explore themes, emotions, and unique perspectives
engagingly. This genre includes various forms, such as poetry, storytelling, and
reflective essays, enabling students to experiment with language, narrative techniques,
and style. Through creative writing, learners develop their writing skills and enhance
their critical thinking, self-expression, and empathy, making it an essential tool in a
well-rounded education.
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Information and communication technologies are having a profound effect on all
aspects of language use, especially in written communication. New forms of computer-
mediated writing serve to complement and enhance more traditional forms of writing
[3]. Secondary school students all over the world are using various online tools daily
and engage in online learning at school.

This paper will present three online tools that can be used in the classroom with
7th-grade students to develop their creative writing skills. Storybird is an educational
tool designed to enhance writing and reading skills. It uses illustrations to inspire
students to write and publish their own stories. The app features age- and level-
appropriate video tutorials, writing challenges, quizzes, and other features. Students
can use this tool to create comics, which can be very engaging for teenagers. First, they
explore comic templates or choose a collection of illustrations that fit a comic strip
format, then sketch out a rough outline of their comic, considering characters, setting,
and plot, create the comic panels utilising visuals to drive the narrative, with the text
serving to support it, ensure that each panel transitions smoothly into the next, edit and
refine their work checking for spelling, punctuation, grammar. Finally, they publish
their comic on Storybird, give it a final review to ensure everything looks and reads
correctly, share their comic with classmates, and discuss their creative decisions.

Weebly is a free web app that provides different instruments to create websites.
Teachers can create a website with links for students to use in their writing tasks, so
there is no need for students to type long URLs in English, which is quite difficult.

The next tool is Gartic Phone, which we frequently use with students. It offers a
variety of game modes, which help enhance students’ creative writing skills. In the
regular mode, students work on their descriptive abilities. During the first round, one
student writes a sentence, and then a random student draws an image based on that
description. Next, other students randomly see the picture and describe it. Finally,
everyone can see the results of their collaborative efforts. The next mode is a story
mode. In this mode, students begin by creating the start of a story, and then subsequent
students continue the narrative. By the end, we had several different stories
collaboratively created by various students.

In summary, creativity fuels progress and is vital in education to prepare students
for a dynamic world. As an expressive form, creative writing develops students'
Imagination, critical thinking, and empathy through various forms like storytelling and
poetry. Online tools enhance students’ creative writing skills, making learning
Interactive and engaging.
