DANCE AND INSTRUMENTAL COLLECTIVES AS A CONSTITUENT PART
OF A FOLK AND ART FESTIVAL “EMBROIDERIES ARE BLOSSOMING
IN BORSHCHIV REGION”

The article highlights the issues related to functioning of national dance and instrumental
performance in terms of folklore, which is being implemented during art festival “Embroideries are
blossoming in Borshchiv region” in Borshchiv of Ternopil region.

This festival was first held in 2007 and since then has become traditional (held on annual
basis). Borshchiv district administration, the Department of Culture for Borshchiv District
Administration, Borshchiv District Recreation Center are its founders.

The representation of local Borshchiv embroidery (cotton black shirt) is special thrill of the
festival. Handiwork , fine art, local Ukrainian costumes, false and real stoves, food, colorful towels,
embroidered icons are also exhibited. Dance and instrumental music takes a special place among the
presentations of cultural achievements of the festival “Embroideries are blossoming in Borshchiv
region”.

The repertoire of folk and ethnographic ensembles of the explored area, which are to be a part
of this kind of representation of national applied art, has been studied.

Regional folk and ceremonial groups for grown-ups, child folklore and ethnographic
ensembles, active local instrumental ensembles are active participants of “Kotelyanovi zabavy” —
Borshchiv ancient dance workshops. Their repertoire is rich with the best examples of ancient local
dance, folk songs, vechornytsi, etc.

The main task of Borshchiv folklore and ethnographic groups is to maintain customs and
traditions, dance and instrumental culture, breathe new life into Borshchiv region spiritual wealth.

Description of dance and instrumental works represented to a wide audience of listeners to
“Embroideries are blossoming in Borshchiv region” art-festival has been made.

Limericks, Cozachky, Polkas, Waltzes and singing accompanied dances make up a body of
ancient local dance. The most popular local dance is “Polka-Tryasulka”, “Damskyi koshyk”,
“Shvets” and “Canada”. They are actively performed by city and district child folklore and
ethnographic ensembles, as well as folk and ceremonial groups for grown-ups.

This goes to prove, that as of today, dance and instrumental culture respectfully maintains its
authentic roots, contributes to a powerful recovery of the genetic code of the nation in Borshchiv
region.
