VIOLENCE AMONG STUDENTS: SOCIOLOGICAL RESEARCH
The problem of violence against children in Ukraine society requires a comprehensive approach to preventive programmes,
development of the unified national conception of work with students who survived violence. In turn, it requires reasonable social
surveys, which would allow to define not only the problems of nowadays but also draw certain ways to overcome this phenomenon
in youth environment.
