ALTERNATIVE FORMS OF PROVIDING PRESCHOOL EDUCATION IN UKRAINE

Dobrovol’s’ka Lidiya
Annotation

In the article an attempt is made at analyzing the preconditions of the emergence of alternative forms of providing preschool
education in Ukraine, namely, the increasing in the demand for preschool education associated with the positive trend of
increasing the birth rate. The author grounds on the researches of modern national scholars such as L. Pysotska and G.
Kasyanov, who confirm the above mentioned tendencies. On the basis of scientific studies it is also suggested that the network
and capacity of preschool institutions do not fully meet the need for preschool education by children; in this context there is an
urgent need for alternative forms of education for children of preschool age.

In the article, the author presents and analyzes the tasks of preschool education, the key of which is: “To ensure the
availability and firee of charge of preschool education in state and municipal preschool educational institutions within the limits
of state requirements to the content, level and scope of preschool education (Basic component of preschool education) and
obligatory preschool education for children of the senior preschool age” [2]; separate forms of obtaining preschool education at
the present stage. On this matter, based on the study of L. Pysotska and L. Zdanevych, the characteristic features of the
organization of the educational process under conditions of alternative forms ave briefly characterized using as the examples
Center for Early Creative Development “Droplets”, the experience of organization of the social and pedagogical patronage at
the preschool educational institution “Kolosok” of the city Genichesk (Kherson region, Ukraine) and the conditions for
organizing groups of walk in rural areas.

It is concluded that in the conditions of the development of preschool education at the present stage, the using of alternative
forms is an effective way of solving the problem of involving children in preschool education, ensuring equal access to education
by preschool children.

The possibilities of using the generalized materials in the further consideration of the mentioned problem are outlined.
Keywords: preschool education, alternative forms, educational process, social-pedagogical patronage, children development
centers, preschool educational institution.

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COMPARATIVE INTERSECTIONS AND INTERTEXTUAL RELATIONS IN K E.FRANZOS’S NOVEL “MOSHKO
FROM PARMA”

Abstract

The article investigates a specific character of intertextual interaction and various overlaps in the novel “Moshko from
Parma” by K.E.Franzos. In particular a connection with cultural and historical context is considered, architextual relations with
famous examples of a genre of education novel are observed and comparative coincidences with texts of Hryhoriy Skovoroda and
a story “An Austrian Hero” by Dmytro Makohon are traced. The author of the article also states the presence of Bible markers
in the novel which emerge on the level of semantics of the text through hints, allusions, reminiscence and direct citation.
Keywords: education novel, bildungsroman, intertextuality, architextual relations, K.E.Franzos.

1. Formulation of the problem in general

Works of Karl Emil Franzos have continuously attracted
attention of the readers and literary critics despite their
tendentiousness and “narrative deficit” [Kessler, 1984, p. 15].
Studies of P.Rychlo, M.Zymomria, L.Tsybenko, T.Havryliv,
L.Borakovskyi express the interest of Ukrainian scholars in
the works of this Austrian writer — “the representative of
educated assimilated by the German culture Jude and one of
the founders of aesthetically valuable German literature of
Galychyna, whose works had great response in contemporary
Europe” (translation here and below is ours) [ Tsybenko, 2000,
p.143]. His popularity in the late 19% century and his
continuous presence in the readers” horizons until today is due
to various reasons one of which is uniqueness and ethnical
variety of the fictional world. The characters of his works
among who are representatives of Ukrainian, Polish, German,
and Jewish culture create colourful polyphonic picture. Thus
his texts are interesting from the perspective of presentation of
one culture in the mental field of another when there is a
dialogue between “own” and “alien” and between the author
and the reader. As a result of such “communication™ the
multivalency of work can be revealed.

M. Bakhtin’s theory of “dialogism™ in this case is a
productive problem-solving approach in interpreting texts of
the Austrian author: “We put new questions to the alien
culture which it didn’t ask itself and alien culture answers us
opening its new facets and depths” [Bakhtin, 1986, p. 354].
Karl Emil Franzos’s novel “Moshko from Parma. The story of
one Jewish soldier” (1880) vividly demonstrates polyphony
and certain coincidences as the author’s characteristic features
which are obvious by comparative and intertextual analysis.

2. Analysis of recent researches and publications

Theory of intertextuality starting from the works of
M. Bakhtin, J. Kristeva, R. Barthes, G. Genette, M. Riffaterre
was verified, developed and modified in the works of many
scholars 1. Amold, P. Bukharkin, A. Zholkovskyi,
Yu. Lotman, I. Smimov, P.Toporov, I Illin, G.Kosikov,
N. Fateeva, H. Korabliova, O. Astafieva etc.

Despite some ambiguity in terms and differences in
typology of phenomena the important achievement in this
trend is understanding text as a “mosaic of quotations™ which
absorbs and transforms another text [Kristeva, 2004, p.167],
and also belief that “every text being intertext of another text”
[Barthes, 1989, p. 418]. Suggested by Roland Barthes the
notion of intertext “saved the text from any genetic

dependences and structural completeness™ [Budnyj, 2008, p.
246]. Such approach opens the way to various aspects
comparison of literary phenomena which acquire new
semantics depending on the peculiarity of historical and
cultural reception.

3. Purpose of the article

It’s important to emphasize that in our research
intertextuality (or transtextuality) is viewed as a method of
reading the text and way decoding its particular elements.
Based on methods of the above mentioned researches of
literature we will try to define the peculiarity of interextual
interaction and different overlaps in K. E. Franzos’s novel
“Moshko from Parma”.

4. Exposition of main research material

The dialogue with a reader begins from his acquaintance
with time and space. The events in the novel take place in the
town of Barnov. Thus Franzos appeals to the awareness and
experience of “his” reader who is familiar with previous
works of the author and immediately recognizes the contours
of this often mentioned Galician provincial town the
prototype of which was Chortkiv — native town of the author
(now in Ternopil region). Outlining the spatial boundaries of
the novel the author uses real toponyms, which could be
easily found on the map of Ukraine by a curious “reader”.
Among them are: the city of Temopil and the towns of
Mykulyntsi, Uliashkivtsi, Buchach, Khorostkiv, Nadvirna,
Husiatyn. The real toponyms have become the point of
intersection of the past and the present as well as of the author
and the modern reader who are in different space and time.

The connection with cultural and historical context is
established via chronotope. The events in the novel “Moshko
from Parma” take place in the mid 19™ century. Besides the
direct indicators of time in the text of the novel, one can find
episodes in which famous historical figures are mentioned,
such as, for example, field marshal Joseph Radetzky and the
King Charles Albert of Sardinia (Piedmont) [Franzos, 1880, p.
255]. The analysis of the described events enables to suggest
that the story is about Austrian-Italian war 1848-1849 in
particular about the war campaign in the spring of 1849 under
the leadership of Radetzky which ended in victory of the
Austrian army near Navarra. It is known from the historical
sources that the reason for the war conflict was revolutionary
unrest in Italy and declaration by Charles Albert the war to
Austria which finally ended in the defeat of Italians and
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signing of shameful for them truce [Gérlich, 1977, p.373].
The references and few hints about famous historical events,
use of real names and geographical names create the illusion
of objectiveness and prompt reader to reconstruct the
historical background of the novel.

Genre structure of the work enables to set architextual
relations with the famous patterns of this genre. Due to its
main features the novel “Moshko from Parma” can be
classified as a modified model of the Bildungsroman
[Prytoliuk, 2013]. The prototext in the novel are works
defined by the classical canon of European literature. The
connection with tradition is revealed in particular through the
allusion when the “red mentor sets off with his restless
Telemachus™ to Zalischyky [Franzos, 1880, p. 31]. The novel
of French writer F. Fenelon “Les Aventures de Télémaque” is
considered to be one of the examples of this genre and the
name of Mentor is now used as a synonym to the word
teacher.

Fronzos’s novel is connected with paradigmatic patterns
of the genre by: the specifics of the plot, which describes the
protagonist development from the time of his birth to his
death; the constellation of characters in which the main place
is given to the character of a mentor and the rest characters
fulfill the role of correlators of inner and outer changes of the
protagonist, the peculiarities of narrative strategy the main
aim of which is to demonstrate stages of protagonist’s
evolution. The traditional opposition in classical examples
between “self” and “world” has its specific representation in
Franzos’s version, as it is projected through the religious
consciousness of the characters, and the protagonist strives to
reconcile not with the world (according to J. Jakobs) but with
God [Jakobs, 1972].

The modification of the classical model of the genre is
traced in the concept of protagonist as well. In the novel the
story of a Jewish youth who despite his religious believes
becomes a soldier is described. Balancing between two worlds
the Jewish and the Christian he eventually becomes a stranger
in both of them. Understanding of his “alterity” turns him into
a silent hermit. Fach of his actions affirms his role as an
outcast or a stranger. He reluctantly studies the fundamentals
of Jewish religion, fights with boys Christians, grows up
strong and tall which is contrary to the stereotypes about “a
typical Jewish boy”, and he himself claims that he is
“different from others” [Franzos, 1880, p. 6]. Contrary to
traditions of his community he becomes a blacksmith which
gets him closer to the representatives of the different camp
and sets him apart with his core religionists. Moreover he falls
in love with a Christian girl. But the final split with his once
native environment was caused by conscription. Twenty years
in the army widened a gap between him and community
which could not be bridged.

Moshko consistently meets the catches of fortune and is
adamant in his decisions even under the pressure of
conservative and hostile environment. Having become the
blacksmith’s apprentice he gets rid of the prejudice towards
the Christians and even finds a friend and supporter Havrylo
Dumkovych. His trade appeals to him; he feels needed and his
work is useful and rewarding. Moreover the inhabitants of
Barniv don’t sneer at him but treat respectfully the young and
eager blacksmith. The realization of his significance elates the
protagonist and for the first time he feels real satisfaction
from life. “Moisha felt good because he was satisfied with his
labour. Such satisfaction is true happiness, perhaps the only
one on Earth” [Franzos, 1880, p. 60].

Some ideas from K.Franzos’s novel overlap with the
conception of “akin” labour by H. Skovoroda. This Ukrainian
philosopher is known to consider that labour is a sense of
human’s life and that only having realized their calling they
can achieve harmony with the world: “There is nothing more
gleeful than to follow your vocation” [Skovoroda, 1994,
p-123]. None of earthy riches can bring greater satisfaction
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than an activity akin to their soul. “Only body is nourished by
the wealth whereas soul benefits from akin labour”
[Skovoroda, 1994, p.432].

The example of Karl Emil Franzos’s character
demonstrates the appropriateness of Skovoroda’s conception.
His protagonist feels the happiest when he founds his “akin”
labour. And vise versa when he was doing something contrary
to his vocation it led to his degradation: when he returned
from the army he was both physically and emotionally
demoralized. He felt useless and needless, the society turned
away from the “sinner”. His fate illustrated the doctrine of the
Ukrainian philosopher: “When a person is deprived of his/her
akin labour then he/she suffers from deadly tournament...
Then the person is dissatistied with everything...”
[Skovoroda, 1994, p. 423]

We can’t claim such reminiscence as a proof of
intentional intertextual relation of the novel to Skovoroda’s
text, but K. Franzos was definitely familiar with the works of
H. Skovoroda, moreover he appreciated this Ukrainian
itinerant thinker of which he mentioned in one of his sketches
[Franzos, 2010, p. 219].

With the help of intertextual analysis we can’t but notice
the existence of Biblical markers which are traced on
semantic level of the text though hints, allusions,
reminiscences and direct quotations. The conversations in the
smithy between Moshko and Havrylo about Christianity and
Judaism are followed by the quotations from the Holy
Scripture. Once bitter rivals found out that the commandment
“Love your neighbor as yourself” unites both Christians and
Jewish and thus they shouldn’t feud with each other [Franzos,
1880, p. 61]. Consequently the author stresses the points that
unite both religions and shows the possibility of peaceful
coexistence.

The parable about prodigal son also fits into the novel.
The motif of a journey and gaining experience is a
compulsory element in the development of a protagonist in
the genre of Bildungsroman. At first Moshko goes on a
journey on his own accompanied by his mentor. Later when
he was recruited contrary to his will he complies with his fate
and leaves the country for long twenty years. However unlike
the Gospel story plot Moshko’s return home is tragic. His
family repudiated the “traveler” who neglected the strict
customs and laws of religion in his community and thus
turned into an unwashed sinner. In Franzos’s novel the
protagonist becomes an outcast and dies alone.

Furthermore Karl Emil Franzos transforms the story about
Job from the canonical “Wisdom Books” of the Old
Testament in his own way. Similar to Job Moshko underwent
the way of spiritual rebirth: fall from grace (in his
community ), renouncement, which is followed by the change
of his name, riot, incomprehension of God’s will and finally
the realization of the essence of faith. Though the trial he did
his soul-searching, though internal conflict, hatred and
misunderstanding with his Coreligionists, the inability to be
with his beloved in the world divided by confessions and
camps with prejudices and false warnings, Moshko tries to
perceive the existential bases of life and argues with Holy
Scripture. Fratricidal war, death of people on the battlefield
completely changes his views. He finds his way to God:
“When the death flashed, when we buried our dead -
Christians and Jewish, our and Italian — all in one tomb, —
then my heart sank, as it used to be in my youth and then I
recognized Him — saintly and I crouched to Him” [Franzos,
1880, p. 306].

The theme of Franzos’s novel overlaps with the work of
Dmytro Makohon “Austrian Hero”. They are connected not
only by the problems discussed in the novel but also by the
fact that both authors were born in Halychyna. Franzos was
borm in Chortkiv and Mokohon — in Khorostkiv which in
times of Austrian Empire belonged to Ternopil and after 1816
to Chortkiv district. In 1914 Dmytro Makohon was
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conscripted to the Austrian army serving on Italian front until
the disintegration of Austro-Hungarian Empire [Pyndus,
2005]. For both authors the plot and problems discussed in the
novels resulted from the transformed personal experience.
The protagonist of Dmytro Mokohon work is Vasyl Kalyniuk
— an ordinary labourer peasant who gained recognition and
respect in tsar’s army due to his devotion and heroism: “His
collar was each time decorated with new awards, moreover
after two years he became part of petty officers and was
appointed as a deputy officer [Makohon, 1959, p. 101].

Inspired by the idealistic belief in bright future for his
children he dives into the maelstrom of war life: “And I
believe that our blood doesn’t flow in vain. We will pass
away and we will lay our heads however we will gain the
better fate at least for our children” [Makohon, 1959, p. 101].
Unlike Moshko who only serves his duty, Vasyl believes in
his mission. Both heroes gain respect of their combat brothers.

After the grenade explosion Vasyl almost died and was
crippled. And everyone forgot about him at once. Former
favourite of the regiment whose portrait decorated tsar’s
chambers has tumed into a miserable beggar: “A small girl
covered with rags accompanies the blind man who is scary to
look at. His whole face is in ugly red scars. Pulled out, bitten
out face with no unhurt spot” [Makohon, 1959, p. 102]. A
crushed hero sadly thinks about his miserable existence: “T
have to beg and even this is not allowed. Why am I forbidden
now. But before...Oh God! What for, who I was fighting for,
tell me, my friend... “[Makohon, 1959, p. 104]

The ending of the story brings together the story of
Dmytro Makohon with the novel of the Austrian writer: his
protagonist comes home physically exhausted and devastated
by the war. Telling the tall tales about his war adventures in
the pub is a way to escape from hunger. War, death, hunger
and cold changed not only his character — once being a strong,
healthy and handsome man now Moshko turned into a weak
miserable cripple. Both Vasyl and him died alone and poor.

5. Conclusion

Karl Emil Franzos’s novel “Moshko from Parma” is a
polyphonic picture of interfaith and interethnic relations in
Western Ukraine in late 19" century which reveals a range of
comparative overlaps and intertextual relations with
paradigmatic patterns of the Bildungsroman genre showing
thereby the connection with European literary tradition. In the
novel connection with Ukrainian literary and philosophical
space in particular with H.Skovoroda conception of “akin
labour” and D.Makohon short story “Austrian Hero” is
observed. The peculiarities of the novel are religious markers
and allusions to famous historical events of the period.
Specific toponymic names and realia underline the reality
shown in the novel and emphasize the connection with
historical and cultural context. The perspectives of further
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research in our view are open in the sphere of comparative
analysis in imagological aspect in particular.
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
